However, they must be in good
condition so they can be accepted.

NO. The books must be paperback only or the donation will not be allowed in
the facility.

Yes, please mark the books as “Books4Jails” to help reduce the administrative
burden on the libraries and so they can send out donations with ease.

Yes! Magazines in good condition can be donated as long as they do not
contain staples. Bound magazines or magazines where the staples have been
removed are acceptable.
